Quick Facts on Military Trauma 
 Roughly a third of the nation’s nearly three million Post-9/11 Service Members have sustained a traumatic brain 

injury or will suffer from post-traumatic stress and related conditions; and each day, one Service Member and 20 
Veterans take their own lives.  

 “Invisible Wounds of War” include: post-traumatic stress, traumatic brain injury, depression, co-occurring 
substance use disorder, military sexual trauma, anxiety, complicated grief
